Rent levels can be negotiated depending on the term of the tenancy and other factors. An annual
rent review is carried out in February each year, with any increase being implemented from April.

Applying for a property:

The properties are rented on a fixed term Assured Shorthold Tenancy agreement to applicants who
can provide satisfactory references and are able to demonstrate that the rent is within their financial
means.

Reserving a property

We are taking requests for properties now.We have a site plan available to view, and applicants can
reserve a property by paying an administration fee.This will secure your particular property for a
period to be negotiated whilst all other administrative checks are undertaken. It is non refundable
should you change your mind or are unable to proceed with the tenancy due to poor references or
credit report.

What information do you need to provide?!

|. Proof of name — two documents required e.g.

(passport, driving licence, self assessment notification, payslips or contract of employment, self-
employed tax exemption certificate, current benefit book, letter from benefits agency etc)

2. Proof of address — two documents required e.g.

(bank or building society statements, local authority council tax bill, gas or electricity bills, water
bill, phone bill — not mobile, mortgage statement, letter from current landlord, solicitor, accountant,
letting agent or current tenancy agreement). If you are a non UK national we can accept certified
copies* of documents from; an embassy, consulate or high commission of the county of issue, a
senior official of a UK employer, lawyer or attorney.

*certified copies should be signed ‘original seen’ and dated with full printed name, title/position,
telephone or email contact and address of certifier.

Overseas address

If a previous address is overseas, we will need to see:-

* An overseas bank statement

* An overseas utility bill

* An overseas driving licence

3. References

Our appointed agents, Peter Alan, may seek written references from current employers, previous
landlords or a personal referee. If you are self-employed we will seek to obtain references from

other sources such as accountants or solicitors.

Our appointed agents may seek a guarantor to underwrite the rent where this is considered
necessary.

Rental Payments and Deposit

You will need to be able to provide:-

* A bond of one month’s rent plus £100 (ie if rent is £500 the bond would be £600).
* A month’s rent payment
* Future rental payments are due monthly in advance by direct debit.

The bond and one month’s first rent must be paid and cleared before the tenancy can commence.
The deposit (bond) is returned when you leave the property and is subject to deductions for
rechargeable repairs and any cleaning that may be required.

What type of Tenancy Agreement will you have?

The tenancy granted is a fixed term Assured Shorthold Tenancy. This is for a fixed period of 6
months. Provided the terms of the tenancy agreement are adhered to, the tenancy can be extended
by agreement.

Periodic Inspections

We will require access during the tenancy to undertake an inspection of the property and also to
carry out safety checks on the gas central heating boiler as well as undertaking electrical safety
checks. You will be provided with notice of this appointment.There is no charge for these safety
checks.

Tenancy Deposit Protection Scheme

Under the 2004 Tenancy Deposit Protection, Housing Act 2004 which came into effect on 6th

April 2007 all deposits (for rent up to £25,000 per annum) taken by landlords and letting agents

for Assured Shorthold Tenancies in England and Wales must be protected by a Tenancy Deposit
Protection Scheme (TDPS). The TDPS makes sure the tenancy deposit is protected so that tenants
get all or part of their deposit back when they are entitled to it and any disputes between the tenant
and landlord are easier to resolve.

All deposits paid under an Assured Shorthold Tenancy must be protected within 14 calendar days of
receipt by the landlord.

To comply with this legislation we will ensure that your deposit is held in an approved scheme,

we currently use The Deposit Protection Scheme which is authorised by Communities and Local
Government. More information on this scheme can be found at www.depositprotection.com.The
Landlord has a statutory obligation (under the Prescribed Information Order) to make certain
information regarding the tenancy deposit protection scheme protecting the deposit, the deposit and
specified tenancy related information available to the Tenant(s).
